Fine western art has become an important part of both the High Noon Show and Auction with particular emphasis on paintings by members of the prestigious Cowboy Artists of America (C.A.A) as well as traditional western art by Ed Borein, Olaf Wieghorst, Will James, Lon Megargee, Nick Eggenhofer and Frank McCarthy, plus bronzes by Harry Jackson, Carl Kauba and Mehl Lawson. 

Native American artifacts, textiles & rugs, beadwork & baskets will also be featured as well as early and important brand & livestock books, rodeo, saloon, vintage photography, gambling, cowgirl, lawman & gunfighter memorabilia – from both the historical and romanticized old west.
